Topic:     ARBA Junior Show Rules and Guidelines
Purpose:    Junior shows are held to facilitate and implement our Romney Youth Mission   Statement.

Mission Statement:    To encourage youth to care and maintain Romney sheep as a way of learning responsibility.  To encourage youth to join with other Romney youth to learn sportsmanship, enhance social skills, ethical behavior, leadership traits and a better understanding of success and failure. 
Note:   The following applies to all ARBA sponsored junior shows.

Rules and Guidelines:
1. Only registered Romney sheep may be shown.  Sheep must be registered in the name of the exhibitor, not in farm name.
2. All Romney sheep must be owned by exhibitor for 30 days prior to show.

3. Owners must be ARBA members.(applies only to National Junior Show)
4. Only juniors are permitted in the show ring. (under 21 years of age as of the date of the show)

5. If time and space does not permit a separate junior show, from the open show a dual ring is permitted.  Only juniors may handle junior sheep.  Placing for the junior show shall be separately recorded and juniors shall be recognized for junior show participation.
6. White Romneys and natural colored Romneys should not be shown in the same class.  If time, space and numbers do not permit separate classes, they may be shown together, with prior permission of the ARBA board requested by the District Director for that area.
7. All ARBA Junior Shows should have a showmanship class.  Showmanship classes should be split into two age groups.  Senior showmanship for exhibitors  14 years and older, junior showmanship for exhibitors under 14 years of age.
8. All ARBA junior sheep should be shown clean and trimmed for show.

9. Romney sheep are a long wool breed.  Fleeces need to be adequate length to display the Romney fleece characteristics and quality.
10. All ARBA Junior Shows should have some sort of social gathering or other activity that will foster the goals of the mission statement.
