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There is something in the air
or water, and it is odd. There
appears to be a profit in

raising and selling sheep.
Wool has also become a com-
modity of value, with prices
much higher than in the past.

Whether you are selling
weaned lambs, vyearlings,
producing ewes or mutton

sheep, there will probably be
money left after you pay for
the gas to get them sold. That
has not always been the case.

Although | may have used a
bit more gas than needed on
a recent sheep delivery trip, |
did make progress on selling
ewes and rams for breeding

flocks, rather than sending
them off to an auction barn. |
traveled just over 9,000 miles
and delivered sheep for five

breeders in addition to our

stock. Stops were made in 12
states for deliveries and the
last connection was to load
three ewes in New York
headed to Bandon, OR about
a half hour from our farm.

I am making final decisions on
what to enter in the National
Show and Sale, and it is help-
ing make the numbers for the
breeding groups look much
more realistic.

The sheep is one of the finest and perhaps the most useful animals to be domesticated by man and of the 45 distiredssheep bre
Britain today, the sturdy slow maturing breed known Hys th
